What is it that you're exploring in Paper Towns?

The book explores more than one theme, | hope, but Paper Towns is at least partly about the
imagination. I'm very interested in what the human imagination can and cannot do. Can we see
ourselves as others see us? Can we see others as we see ourselves? In Paper Towns, everyone
is misimagining everyone else. That's where the humor comes from, and also the seriousness.

There's something profoundly weird and uncomfortable about being a human in a world full of
other humans, because you recognize that you share a lot of fundamental qualities with all the
other people, but at the same time there is a glaring distance between you and everyone else:
You are stuck inside the skinned-in enclosure of yourself, and they aren't. So you inevitably
experience the world in a self-centered way. This is what makes it so easy to make assumptions
about other people that are radically oversimplified.

An aside: So, for instance, when | was a kid, | believed longer-than-1-care-to-acknowledge that |
was the only human being on the planet and everyone else including my parents and my brother
were aliens who dressed up like humans when | was around. And in a way, in my weirdly
solipsistic childhood way, | was right.

Are there any tips you would give a book club to better navigate their discussion of your book?

J. D. Salinger dedicated one of his books in part to the reader "who reads and runs," which has
always struck me as an unfair attack against critical, thoughtful discussions of novels. But |
understand what he means a little bit: In the best books, symbolism and metaphor and language
do not need to be consciously apprehended in order to be effective. In "The Catcher in the Rye,"
we don't need to recognize that the hunting cap Holden wears as a security blanket is the same
red as his dead brother's hair to be heartbroken for Holden. If it doesn't work on your gut, it
doesn't work. So that's what | like to talk about--how (and whether) a book makes me feel.

What was one of the most surprising things you learned in writing Paper Towns?

Paper Towns is set in Orlando, where | grew up, and when | was writing it, | returned several
times to Central Florida. It's great fun to write about a place you know, to feel totally comfortable
with the geography and ethnography of a place. But in returning, | learned how much | had
forgotten about what | love about Florida--everything is so lushly green that you feel like nature
could take the land back from us at any moment. So it was nice to have Orlando, for all its awful
commerciality and transience, rehabilitated in my memory a bit.

What three elements does a book need in order to grab your attention as a reader?

Well, | like a good narrative voice; | like to be told a story by someone | enjoy listening to. | also
like crisp dialogue, and most of all | need a book not to condescend to me. | like books that
challenge me, that treat me as if I'm smarter than | am. Fortunately, there are a lot of books out
there that meet those criteria. (Does this mean I'm not very smart? Possibly.)
