Feathery boas draped overhead and pink 

balloons with curly metallic ribbon.

Magical touches
No princess outfit is complete without sparkling, 

embellished accessories. Young royals can get 

crafty with stickers, ribbons and adhesive gem-

stones that transform contstruction-paper cones 

into pointed princess hats, and rolled-up giftwrap 

into enchanting wands.

Activity time: 45 min.

Tea for two—or twelve
On the invitations, ask attending princesses to 

bring their favorite princess doll to the party. Set 

a delightful tea table with a tablecloth, a match-

ing tea set, and extra-sweet tea for each prin-

cess as well as for her special doll guest.

The crowning event
Make sure every princess has a tiara, a sparkly 

dress or cloak, royal jewels and glittery touches 

on her shoes, easily added with sticky-back 

craft gems. Once properly dressed, take them 

on a parade through the neighborhood culmi-

nating with a special “crowning” of the princess 

of honor.

More activities

Wand wonders
The day before the party, make a pan of rice-

crispy treats. When the princesses gather, 

you’re ready to start an edible-wand-making 

assembly line. First, let each choose a plastic 

cookie cutter to cut out a rice crispy shape for 

the top of the wand. Insert a candy stick and 

use frosting to add M&M “jewels.” Eat right 

away or send them home with the guests.
